“It is true that differences of opinion 
with regard to details were not 
lacking: one exegete declared this 
source the earlier and another 
exegete that source; some attributed 
a given section or verse to one 
document and some to another; 
certain scholars divided a section or 
verse among the sources in one way 
and others in another way;”

Ex. 17:14 Then the Lord said to 
Moses, “Write this for a memorial 
in the book and recount it in the 
hearing of Joshua, that I will 
utterly blot out the remembrance 
of Amalek from under heaven.”



Ex. 24:4 And Moses wrote all the 
words of the Lord. And he rose 
early in the morning, and built an 
altar at the foot of the mountain, 
and twelve pillars according to the 
twelve tribes of Israel.



Ex. 34:27 Then the Lord said to 
Moses, “Write these words, for 
according to the tenor of these 
words I have made a covenant with 
you and with Israel.”
