CONTRAST:  Truth vs. Vanity (arbitrary foundation, self-
contradictory) [Doctrinal & Categorical Aspect] 

 

RANGE of MEANING:  Revealed Facts vs. Fog 
(avoidance of facts) [Exegetical & Historical/Scientific 
Aspect]
