Literal Prophecy—Literal Fulfillment

Matt. 2:5, “So they said to him, ‘In Bethlehem of
Judea, for thus it is written by the prophet:

Matt. 2:6, “ ‘But you, Bethlehem, in the land of
Judah, are not the least among the rulers of
Judah; for out of you shall come a Ruler who will
shepherd My people Israel.’”

Mic. 5:2, “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though
you are little among the thousands of Judah, yet
out of you shall come forth to Me the One to be
Ruler in Israel, whose goings forth are from of old,
from everlasting.”




Literal Historical Event—Typological Fulfiliment

Matt. 2:15, “and was there until the death of
Herod, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken
by the Lord through the prophet, saying, ‘Out of
Egypt | called My Son.””

Hos. 11:1, “When Israel was a child, | loved him,
and out of Egypt | called My son.”




Literal History—Application

Matt. 2:17, “Then was fulfilled what was spoken
by Jeremiah the prophet, saying:

Matt. 2:18, “ ‘A voice was heard in Ramah,
lamentation, weeping, and great mourning,
Rachel weeping for her children, refusing to be
comforted, because they are no more.’”

Jer. 31:15, “Thus says the LORD: ‘A voice was
heard in Ramah, lamentation and bitter weeping,
Rachel weeping for her children, refusing to be
comforted for her children, because they are no
more.””




Summary
