Virtue (Latin: virtus, Greek: ἀρετή "arete") is 
moral excellence. 

The opposite of virtue is vice.

Virtue in the Greek world is not the same as 
virtue in Biblical thought.

In Biblical thought, virtue is related to the 
action of God’s righteousness and justice 
toward His creation.
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2 Pet. 1:3, “as His divine power has given to us 
all things that pertain to life and godliness, 
through the knowledge of Him who called us 
by glory and virtue, 

2 Pet. 1:4, “by which have been given to us 
exceedingly great and precious promises, that 
through these you may be partakers of the 
divine nature, having escaped the corruption 
that is in the world through lust.”
