The Biblical View
Complementarian

The view that God created males and females as
intrinsic equals in nature and humanity, but with
different roles which complete, complement, or
enhance/improve the other.



1. The order of creation with the male created
first indicates God’s design and intention for
male headship in the marriage relationship.



1 Tim. 2:12, “And | do not permit a woman to

teach or to have authority over a man, but to be in
silence.

1 Tim. 2:13, “For Adam was formed first, then Eve.

1 Tim. 2:14, “And Adam was not deceived, but the
woman being deceived, fell into transgression.”



2. How the woman was created also showed this
authority relationship.
