NET note: 9 tn Hebrew “iIn the assembly
of the holy ones.” The phrase “holy ones”
sometimes refers to God’s people (Psa.
34:9) or to their priestly leaders (2 Chron.
35:3), but here it refers to God’s heavenly
assembly and the angels that surround His
throne (see vv. 6-7).

This term shows up in in Job 9:13; Job
26:12: Psalm 89:10: Isalah 51:9. TWOT
describes the verbal form in this manner:

The verb occurs only four times in the OT
and signifies storming at or against
something. The fundamental idea of rahab
appears in the proverb, ‘Make sure thy
friend’ (Prov. 6:3 KJV), literally, storm him;
... It denotes a tempestuous, and then
arrogant, attitude. ~TWOT



Prov. 6:3, “So do this, my son, and deliver
yourself;

For you have come into the hand of your
friend.

Go and humble yourself;
Plead with your friend

Prov. 6:3 NET, “then, my child, do this In
order to deliver yourself,

because you have fallen into your
neighbor’s power:

go, humble yourself,

and appeal firmly to your neighbor.”



12 tn Hebrew “be bold.” The verb 3739

(rahav) means “to act stormily; to act
boisterously; to act arrogantly.” The idea
here Is a strong one: storm against (beset,
iImportune) your neighbor. The meaning is
that he should be bold and not take no for
an answer. Cf. NIV “press your plea’;

TEV “beg him to release you.”
